SIDEWALK BRICKS TO BE

INSTALLED THIS SUMMER

Order Now for Phase II

   Added police patrols and strict enforcement of park clos-
ing hours are among the steps being taken to keep Federal 
Hill safe, according to police and elected officials who ad-
dressed a standing room only crowd at Christ Lutheran 
Church on Monday, June 23. The neighborhood forum was 
convened following the discovery of two murder victims in 
apparently unrelated episodes near Federal Hill Park over 
the previous weekend, an extremely rare occurrence for 
our generally peaceful community. 
   “Nothing can change what happened… what is impor-
tant now is how we as a community come together and 
respond,” said Paul Robinson, President of the Federal Hill 
Neighborhood Association, who moderated the gathering 
and complimented public officials for their responsiveness. 
Themes of neighborhood unity and citizen involvement 
recurred throughout the evening as residents, business 
owners, and community leaders advocated for measures 
to enhance safety and preserve the appeal of this area.  
   Also present were City Council members William Cole 
and Ed Reisinger, Sen. George Della, and seven police 
representatives, including Cpl. John Skinner and South-
ern District’s commander Major Scott Bloodsworth, who 

stated that neither victim was from Federal Hill and police 
were still trying to piece together what brought the men 
here. The violence was likely drug-related, he added.  
   Effective immediately, the police department launched 
a “district stabilization” effort, adding nine more patrols 
and a sergeant between 5 pm and 1 am in the area bound-
ed by Key Highway and Cross Street, Light and Covington 
Streets. Police will ensure that Federal Hill Park closes at 
11 pm and the basketball courts close at dusk, step up en-
forcement of parking restrictions, and generally monitor 
the area for suspicious activity. This will be a “sustained 
effort,” lasting as long as necessary for police to feel con-
fident that the area is secure. While the park is the focus 
of the intense effort, the police will also watch for “dis-
placement” of criminal activity into other pockets and are 
committed to ensuring the safety of the outer edges of the 
community, such as Riverside Park. 
   Residents can do their part by calling 911 to report suspi-
cious activity, getting involved in neighborhood-based ac-
tivities such as “Citizens on Patrol” walks with local police 
and Neighborhood Block Watch, and attending Southern 
District Community Relations Council monthly meetings.

“I also look forward to Main Street developing cooperative 
relationships with community groups, city government, 
and sponsors who support city neighborhoods. And, I’d 
like to see the Federal Hill Business District become even 
more of a ‘destination shopping Mecca’ for the greater 
Baltimore/Washington area.”
   The following business community representatives were 
elected to the Board: returning members Dave Rather, 
owner of Mother’s Federal Hill Grill, and Kim Tyson, owner 
of My Flower Shop; and newcomers Kara Hanson, owner 
of the Funky Beehive, and Mark Sincevich, owner of the 
new Clothing Warehouse Vintage store. 
   Resident slots on the Board were filled by Julie Tice (re-
turning), a local architect and former president of the South 
Baltimore Improvement Committee; and Keith Losoya, co-
ordinator of the Buy Local Baltimore campaign and former 
president of the Federal Hill Neighborhood Association, 
who is returning to Main Street after a break. Local attor-

ney Joe Woolman was elected as an at-large director and is 
new to the Board. Former President Shane Mitchell, owner 
of Green Door Properties, who has been involved in many 
Main Street projects, including the Public Comfort Station 
renovation for the FHMS office, is serving as an ex-officio 
member. 
   “I feel the biggest challenge going forward will be al-
lowing for growth and redevelopment, without ruining the 
character of the neighborhood,” said Vice President Arsh 
Mirmiran.  “Similar neighborhoods around the country 
are experiencing unprecedented demand as we collective-
ly change our way of life to be more urban and walkable. 
The key is being smart about how we do it, to make these 
neighborhoods even better.  I hope to play a large role in 
helping that process in Federal Hill.”
   The 11-member Board held its first meeting on Wednes-
day, June 11, and will continue to meet on the second 
Wednesday of each month at the renovated FHMS office 
at 42 E. Cross Street.
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
